Monday
Read Daniel 7.  Jesus is often called the “son of man” in the Bible.  Verses 8 and 9 of chapter 7 give insight into the Old Testament notion of who the “son of man” would be.  What kind of authority does He have from what we read in this text?

Tuesday

Please look at Daniel 7 again.  Some traditions believe that only a few tens of thousands will ever enter the gate of heaven.  What does this passage suggest?  

Wednesday

Please read John 18:33-37.  Here we read that Jesus says, “My kingdom is not of this world.”   Does this not conflict with the Old Testament idea of who the Messiah would be?  Are there ways that you can hold onto both ideas?

Thursday

We often use the following words to describe God: omniscient, omnipotent, omnipresent.  They mean that God is respectively: “all knowing”, “all powerful”, and “everywhere”.  These ideas seem to be reflected in the scripture passages for this week.  Thought Question:  If God has all of these attributes then how does he view time and space?  To put it another way, from God’s point of view what is the difference between the beginning and the end of time?  
Friday

Reflect today on the hymn, “His Eye is on The Sparrow” #2146.  When you consider the idea that God created heaven and earth, is the God of the beginning and the end, and is also Lord of your particular space at any given time, what do these beliefs say about the power and scope of God’s authority? One ancient writer described it this way, “God is the greater than which can be thought”.  Yet God cares about each one of us. In a sense, we are his children.  Is it not impressive that God can handle such a vast scope, yet be interested in each one of His children individually?
