Monday

Read the passage again if you need a refresher.  How did the disciples encounter the risen Christ?  How is that similar to/ different from the ways that we encounter Him?  What is the connection with the Last Supper?  Pray that you encounter Him anew in 2008.

Thursday

What evidence of new life do you see in other people?  In yourself?  Pray that God’s presence may be evident in your life.

Friday

Vow to live this year as one who has experienced new life in Jesus Christ.  Continue to pray that your relationship with God will grow and that He will fill any voids that you may have in your life.
