Monday

Please read the passage.  Then reflect on the main characters in the story: the prodigal, the father and the older brother.  With whom do you identify?
Tuesday

The Prodigal asked for his share of the inheritance early (Luke 15:12).  Imagine your son or daughter asking for their entire share of your estate while you are alive.  Imagine your response to this request.

Wednesday

Have you known “prodigals”?  Spend some time reflecting on their style of “loose living”.  (No too much time please.)  Have your prodigal friends or relatives “come to their senses” (Luke 15:17)?  Say a prayer today for your prodigal friends and relatives.
Thursday

Read the passage again.  Please consider for a moment the older brother.  The older brother has often been defamed by scholar and preacher alike.  His bitterness is legendary.  Is there another way to view him?  The “older brothers” of this world often contribute a great deal.  

Friday

Read the passage a final time.  Notice that both of the brothers are invited to be with the Father.   How might we invite others to God’s party?
